G.S.R. 319 (E).—In exercise of the powers conferred by Sub-section (1) of Section 124, read with Sub-
section (1) of Section 132 of the Major Ports Act, 1963 (38 of 1963), the Central Government hereby approves the
Jawaharlal Nehru Port Trust (Contributory Medical benefit after retirement) Rgulations, 1997 made by the Board of
Trustees for the Port of Jawaharlal Nehru Port Trust and set out in the Schedule annexed to this notification.

2. The said regulations shall come into force on the date of publication of this notification in the Official
Gazette.
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JAWAHARLAL NEHRU PORT TRUST

(CONTRIRBUTORY MEDICAL BENEFIT AFTER
BETIREMENT) REGULATIONS, 1997

In exercise of the powers conferred by Section 28
of the Major Port Trusts Act, 1963 (38 of 1963) the
Board of Trustees of the Jawaharlal Nehru Port Trust

hereby makes the following regulations, namely-

1. SHORT YL

AMD_ COMMENCEMENT—
(i) These Regulations may be called Jawaharlal
Nehru Port Trust Employees (Contributory Medical Rene-

fit after Retirement) Regulations, 1997.

(ii) They shall ccme -intoc force with effect from

the date of publication in the Gazette of India.

2. EXTEMT OF APPLICATION-
(1) The Regulations shall be applicable to:
(i) retired employees of JNPT and their

spouses and

(ii) surviving spouses and the depeﬂdbﬁ§
minor children of the employees who die wh?lolin,
service in Jawaharlal Nehru Port Trust an&‘;;‘nbt” '\ i
gainfully employed in any organisation. N
(iii) Spouse of the employee who retired from tﬁ'.
services of Jawaharlal Nehru Port Trust and later dies

and is not gainfully employed in the PublicIPringé

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undertaking and/or covered by any medical benefit
scheme of the undertaking either for himself/herself

or as dependent.

"Retired employees” in relation to these

Regulations mean-—

{a) Employees who have retired/may retire from the
service of the Jawaharlal Nehru Port Trust on attaining
the age of superannuation.

(b) Employees who have retired/may retire or are/
may be retire prematurely under Jawazaharlal Nehru Port

Trust Employees {(Retirement ) Regulations.

{c) Employees who were invalidated/may be invalidated

from service of Jawaharlal Nehru Port Trust.

(2) The option for obtaining medical benefits under
these regulations should be given within a month of the
date of retirement. In case of those who have already
retired/died ,such option be éxercise by the retired
employee and or surviving spouse within 3 months from

the date these regulations come into effect.

these requlations, medical benefits om the same scale
and conditions provided in the Jawaharlal Nehru Port
Trust Employees (Medical Attendance and Treatment)
Reguwlations, 1993 for the employees in service with
Jawaharlal Nehru Port Trust will be made available to
the retired employee or surviving spouse and depend-
ent minaor children (referred to as beneficiaries
hereinafter) and will be further subject to the condi-

tions specified hereinafter in these regulatiéns.

4, COMTRIEUTION
(i) For availing medical benefits under these regula-
tions 3 retired employee or surviving spouse or depend-
ent of the deceased employee will pay to the Jawaharlal
Nehru Port Trust in c;sh the amount of one time lump
sum contribution as follows:-—

"one month pension before commutation or family
pension as the case may be at the time of individual

joining the "scheme™ irrespective of designation and

class of post".

Note

For the purpose of Regulation 4,the expression
"Class I, Class II & Class IIl1 & Class IV" as the same
meaning as respectively assigned to it in the Jawahar-
lal Nehru Port Trust Employees (Classification, Control
% Appeal) Regulations, 1988. The actual classification

will, however, be determined with reference to the
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post held by the employee at the time of

retirement/death/invalidation.

(ii) The benefit under these regulations would not be
2dmissib1e until 2 retired employee or in the case of
an eligible deceased employee his/her surviving spouse

has paid the prescribed one time lump sum contribution.

(iii) The lump sum contribution once paid or any
part thereof, will not be refunded on any ground

whatsoever except as provided in Regulation S(iv).

S REGISGTRATION:

(i) The application (in duplicate) in the prescribed
proforma (Annexure "A") along with the receipt
for payment of the contribution for the medical
facilities under these Regulations should be made to
the Chief Manager (Admn) & Secretary. Two copies of
passport size photographs of the retired employees/his
spouse and dependent minor children as the case may be
should also be sent to the Chief Manager (Admn)% Secre-
tary along with a declaration in the proforma Annexure
ng" (attached) that he/she is/ not gainfully employed
in any organisation or self employed and/or covered by

any medical benefit scheme of any other organisation.

¢ ii) On receipt of the application by the Chief
Manager (Admn)% Secretary, the Chief Manager (Admn) %

Secretary or an officer appointed by him should record

a certificate on the application as detailed here-
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under and forward the application to the Medical Super-—

intendent.

"I have personally verified the contents of the
applicatioﬁ with reference to records available with
this department and it is certified that the appli-
cant is eligible for the benefit under the Jawaharlal
Nehru Port Trust Employees (Contributory Medical Bene-—

fits after Retirement) Regulations,1997. Type A/R

(iii) In case it is found that the applicant is
not eligible for medical benefit under these Regula-—
tions he should be intimated'so in writing by the Chief

Manager (Admn)% Secretary.

(iv) If the applicant is found not eligible for
benefit under these Reqgulations in terms of Sub
Regulations (2) of these Regulation, the lump sum

payment made by him will be refunded to him.

(v) On receipt of the application through the Chief
Manager (Admn) % Secretary, the Medical Supdt of the
Jawaharlal Nehru Port Trust will issue an Identity Card
in the prescribed proforma Annexure "B" (attached)

with a copy of photograph duly pasted on it. The
second copv of the photograph should be pasted on the

application and kept for records.
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(vi) If a retired employee or his/her spouse or

surviving spouse in case of death of an employee is
gainfully employed in any organisation, he/she should
intimate the facts to the Medical Supdt.immediately in
writing. On receipt of such information Medical Supdt

should cancel the Identity Card issued to him/her.

(vii) When a Identity Card is issued or canceled,

Chief Manager (Finance)should be informed accordingly.

If a retired employee /spouse of an eligible
deceased employee is gainfully employed in any organi-
sation but is not governed by medical benefits scheme
of that organisation he shall be eligible for medical
benefits under these requlations on payment of contri-
bution and "EB" type rates prescribed by the JINPT

Hospital.

b. PENALTY:

If a retired employee, his/her spouse or surviving
spouse of an eligible deceased employee who have
enjoyed benefits under this Regulation under one time
lump sum payment is subsequently found to be gainfully
employed in any organisation or self employed during
the period in which he/she had availed the treatment,
the cost of medical treatment f{at C type rate will be

levied and collected from him J and he will forfeit

the right to avail further benefit under these regu-

lations.
